Text Captions: Introduction - TXC Console 

The TXC Console assists the TXC in managing notifications across multiple donors by providing summarized statuses of recent notifications. 

The console appears either after the OPO has sent out the first electronic notification on a match for a donor or after an organ offer response has 
been entered. 

The console has three (3) sections based on notification and evaluation statuses. 
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TXC Console 1 

Text Captions: TXC Console 

The TXC Console displays at the top of the DonorNet home page. 

The console is divided into three (3) sections. 
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TXC Console 2 

Text Captions: TXC Console - Active Notifications 

The first section provides a summary of Active Notifications. 

Any organ offer that has not yet been evaluated is considered an Active Notification. 

The Active Notifications section also indicates if the Primary and Secondary on-call contact has been notified. 

In this example, the check mark indicates that the Primary on-call contact has been notified. 

The Secondary on-call contact has not been notified. 
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TXC Console 3 

Text Captions: TXC Console - Active Notifications 

There are three (3) possible statuses for the Notification Acknowledged column. 

Notified means the TXC did not press 1 at the end of the voice notification. 

Notified Acknowledged means the TXC pressed 1 at the end of the voice notification. 

Exceed Notification Time Limit means the TXC has not started the evaluation of the organ offer within the 1-hour time limit allowed by policy. 
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TXC Console 3a 

Text Captions: TXC Console - Active Notifications 

Once an organ offer has been sent, the TXC has 60 minutes in which to access the match results and begin evaluating the offer. 

If the TXC has not started evaluating the organ offer within 60 minutes, the time displays in red as 00:00:00. 

The status in the Notification Acknowledged column changes to Exceeded Notification Time Limit. 
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TXC Console 4 

Text Captions: TXC Console  - Under Evaluation 

The second section is the summary of notifications Under Evaluation. 

In this example, the TXC hasn't entered an offer response for four (4) of the candidates on the notification. 

When the evaluation is started, the TXC has 60 minutes in which to complete the evaluation and enter an offer response for each candidate on the 
notification. 

If the TXC has not entered organ offer responses within 60 minutes, the time displays in red as 00:00:00.
